Course Outline: 
Applied English is a full-year course designed to develop literate, thoughtful communicators, capable of controlling language effectively as they face an increasingly complex and information-oriented world. Students will refine their reading, thinking, writing, speaking, listening & viewing skills. They will use these skills and strategies to learn and reflect. By exploring a variety of texts, students will understand and appreciate language and literature as ways to discover one’s inter-relationships and self-reliance. All necessary skills for state proficiency testing will be studied.
First Semester:  Semester Exam - cumulative
Grammar – diagnostic quiz (identify Parts of Speech for review)
