Welcome to Applied English!  I am looking forward to an exciting, productive year. In order to be successful this year, there are certain guidelines that must be followed.

Attendance & Tardies

1. You must be in your assigned seat when the bell rings. The tardy policy is strictly enforced. Class begins immediately. Four tardies requires an office referral.

2. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get your work before you leave or to get your make up work.  Please be considerate of the time you choose to ask for your missing work (before/after class/school).

3.  Work missed due to an unexcused absence will earn a zero (0).

Homework

1. Homework is due at the beginning of the hour. Late work will be accepted up to one week after the due date for 10% loss of credit each day (English department policy).

2. Cheating will result in an E and will require disciplinary action.

3. Homework is to help you better learn concepts and study material. Homework may be graded, checked for completion, or reviewed in class. (
4. It is highly recommended that you have a 3-ring binder (or other organizational method) and a composition notebook used solely for English.

Journals/Silent Reading/Grammar

1. You must maintain a writing journal for English I. Tuesdays and Thursdays will be journal/bellwork/grammar starter days. They will be checked and graded, unannounced. You must provide your own composition notebook and use it solely for the purpose of bellwork. Have it with you in class every day!
2. Mondays/Wednesdays/Fridays will be SSR Days. (self-selected and silent reading) You must have a book to read (school appropriate) on those days. There is to be no talking, doing homework, writing notes, or sleeping during this time. On silent reading days, you may complete a reading log/exit slip.  A booktalk/SSR project/reading minute may be required each semester (more info to follow).

3. The schedule is subject to change.

Class Policies

1.  Limited passes. (Must fill out clipboard and take the pass with you.)  Remember you have 5 minutes of passing time!  Use this time wisely!
2.
Respect (students, staff, property, self). When someone (teacher, student, counselor, etc.) is up front speaking, stay seated!!! 

3. Responsibility. Come to class prepared - pen/pencil, 3-ring binder, composition notebook, SSRbook.
4. Final exam is comprehensive. 
5. No cell phones, ipods/mp3 players, game devices, etc.  Keep all electronic devices in your backpack/locker or you may be asked to take them to the Main Office. 
6. No food or drink (except water in a clear container) allowed in the classroom or with permission.

7. Outdoor apparell (coats, jackets, hats, sunglasses) needs to be in your locker!!!  Each time you bring/wear outdoor apparel to class, you will return to your locker to put it away.  This could result in a tardy, and four tardies = referral.
