What can I do for extra-credit in Mrs. Fettig’s class?

No extra credit points will be given for going to the movies!

· Attend an NCMC Lecture Series event.  Attend for the entire session; this should meet the same requirements as the community event paper (see above).

· Get and use a Public Library card:  Bring the card and what you checked out for EC.  This can only be done once per course for the card.  It must be reading material and I will question you about it.

· Write a letter to the editor, preferably typed, to the Petoskey News Review, responding to an article, or something that concerns you that is fit for a public forum.  Make two copies of the letter because a conference that you pre-arrange with me before submission will be required,

· Do some community service hours for Mrs. Fettig 

· file papers, organize the bookshelves, organize files, clean the room, etc.
· Bring in various items that are widely used in classrooms (new or gently used)
